®  KCP students must take an English, math, science, and history course each year, regardless of
how many Carnegie credits they may have earned in middle school or before transferring from
another high school.

AtKCP students can fulfill these requirements by taking the following
courses: all technology courses, Advanced Placement (AP) courses, College Counseling, Honors
classes, and dual enrollment classes.

®  KCP students must earn 100 community service hours in order to graduate. Students who
earn 120 community service hours may use the hours to count toward one general elective
credit.
